We have been lucky enough to have a number of 

families of bush  babies living in and around 

Maramba River Lodge. 

This little fellow could not find his mom.  

 We eventually put him on the window ledge outside 

the house.  In a split second his mother saw him and 

came to his rescue. 

How did they get the name bush baby? 

 

Despite its small size it is a very vocal little animal.  

They give a range of calls ranging from grunts, clicks and crackles.  

Their long-range, territorial call sounds just like a wailing human child. 

This together with the "cute" face may account for the name "bush 

baby."Bush babies hide during the day in order to 

avoid contact with predators such as eagles and 

large snakes. Since they are easily captured on 

ground they mostly stay in trees and rely on their 

extraordinary jumping  

capabilities. 

Maramba staff together with 

ZAWA and Sven Bolton rescued 

an elephant calf stuck in the 

mud off Siloka island. The calf 

was about two years old and 

weighed approx two tons. The
