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Update on ‘Maramba’' the orphaned elephant calf
who was rescued by Maramba River Lodge in October 2011...

Maramba is the oldest elephant calf in the herd at the Elephant Orphanage Project in
Lusaka, and is now reaching around three years
old. He is nearly 5ft tall at his head, has really
started to noticeably change from the babies
around him into an independent young male.
His appearancehas been altered greatly by

the now very noticeable 2 inch tusks which are ¢ lephant Orphanage Project
rapidly growing and changing the shape of his

once baby head. At around 460kg he is hard to

not notice within the group of smaller elephants and it is his size which he often uses to his
advantage out in the bush to push over considerable sizedtrees with ease to reach the
higher browse, much to the delight of the smaller elephants when it comes to the leafy
goodness, although sharing is not one of his better qualities. Maramba has to be fed first
otherwise screaming and pushing soon breaks out. At this time of day you realise that there
is still a baby in his huge frame desperate for his milk.

With his stable companion Kavalamanja they make a very close
pairing and often wander together in the bush, with the younger
elephants Musolole and Zambezi following in their little pairing of
dmlschlef and not forgetting Suni. At lunchtime in the boma the four
'S > are often seen pushing each other over, climbing on one another's
backs and mock charges all round. It is with Suni though who at
one year old and the smallest of the elephants that you see his
softer side. Having recently recovered from surgery near her
spine to investigate an old infected axe wound that has left her
partial paralysed in her back right hind leg, Suni is a lot more
delicate then the rest. She is always involved with the larger

four however even with his size Maramba never 'picks' on Suni in rough play and definitely
shows a more calm and caring side to his personality.

Within the next six months he will be leaving the Nursery at Lilayi and heading for a new ad-
venture in Kafue National Park, at the EOP Kafue Release Facility where the older and larger
orphaned elephants are being prepared for their eventual release back in to the wild. His
close companion Kavalamanja will be moved at the same time so they can

comfort each other and add some familiarity to the big change. We are sure he will settle
quickly and enjoy meeting a new group of elephants and exploring his new larger
surroundings back in the National Park where he belongs.
